Designation Process

Publication of the statistics for the final quarter of the 24 month assessment
period are published by DCLG.

DCLG considers authaorities performance separately on the following categories of

applications.
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DCLG write to authorities at risk of designation for one or more categories of
application, requesting authorities provide any data corrections or exceptional
circumstances that would make a designation unreasonable.

DCLG will confirm if an authority is designated for its performance in determining
applications for major or non-major development or both, the Secretary of State
will issue a Designation Motice.

Once an authority is designated for one or more categories of application.

s Applicanis can choose to apply direct to the Planning Inspectorate for an
application falling within the description of applications for which the
authority is designated (subject to exceptions in Faragraph 13 ).

*»  The authority is provided with support by DCLG and is expected o prepare
an improvement plan identifying actions that address the areas of
wealkness that led 1o the authaority being designated.

Authority remains designated until de-designation is considered (normally 12
months later).
